Context:
The day after Myrtle’s death, Nick goes back to work and Gatsby is lying in his pool.

Setting;

Gatsby’s mansion, autumn
Summary:

· Gatsby is laying in his pool waiting for a phone call

· He’s observing his surroundings
· Wilson shoots him and he dies

· Wilson commits suicide, and Nick sees them both dead in the yard.

Theme;

Corruption of the American Dream

Characters;

· Gatsby
· Waiting for a phone call => probably from the police

· He’s observing his surroundings, but describes them with negative adjectives

· He has given up on life => “no longer cared” (15)
· God like figure => “in a moment disappeared among the yellowing trees” (11)

· Knows that something is going to happen
· “If any one phoned, word was to brought to him” (2)
· Is regretting the fact that he has “live too long with a single dream” (17)

· Knows that the American Dream doesn’t exist
· Wants to die…?

· He doesn’t resist when Wilson comes

· Nick

· Worried about Gatsby and leaves work early

· “my rushing anxiously up the front steps was the first thing that alarmed anyone” (26)
· he is the only “friend” of Gatsby

· also shown in the funeral

· Wilson

· Murders Gatsby because he thought he killed Myrtle

· He gets this idea from Tom

· Didn’t want to live a life without Myrtle and also a life without the “American dream” (working hard to achieve a goal) and so commits suicide

· “ashen fantastic figure” (22)

· ashen => covered with ash => Valley of Ashes

· tells the reader who it is, foreshadow

· fantastic => Gatsby wanted to die, didn’t want to live in the “new world” (20)=> Wilson helped him die so he’s “fantastic”

· Chauffeur

· “he was one of Wolfsheim’s protégé” (23)
· that’s why he didn’t react to the gun shot, so used to them
Mood/Tone
mood; dark => negative connotation of nature
· personal but at the same time impersonal (it’s all about Gatsby’s failure but he doesn’t care about life anymore so detached to his feelings)
· ironic => Gatsby “worked” (cheated) all his life for the “American Dream” but never achieved it. Wilson worked his whole life for AD but never achieved it either. 
· Cold => Nick’s feelings towards Gatsby’s or Wilson’s death is not shown. Written as facts, like a story
· autumn => “yellowing trees” (11)

· when life ends, the leaves die
· when Gatsby dies, his dream ends

· Wilson dies
Structure 
· Goes back between list of facts/matter of fact type sentence and descriptive sentences

· Lines 1 to 15 is facts

· 16 to 22 is descriptive

· 23 to 28 is facts

· 29 to 35 is descriptive

· ends with a sentence of a fact

· builds up the tension

· comes suddenly to the reader, and catches their attention
· short sentence “but they knew then, I firmly believe” (27)

· marks the fact that Gatsby has died

· death of the main character of the story
Imagery
· When Gatsby’s still alive, the surroundings are described using negative adjectives=> diction
· After Gatsby dies, everything is still and it uses adjectives that would describe the motionless world after his death.=> diction
·  The motionlessness is also to point out the fact that AD doesn’t exist and that it got corrupted 
· “old warm world” (16)

· Old= past, 5 years ago

· Warm = Daisy

· Lost the “old warm world” means he lost Daisy, and the Daisy he knows is from 5 years ago

· He hasn’t changed since then but she has

· Corruption of AD

· “Unfamiliar sky” (17/18)

· Unfamiliar => not recognizable, his world has changed so he doesn’t know it any more

· “Frightening leaves”

· Scared about the fact that the AD doesn’t exist
· “grotesque thing a rose is” (18/19)

· Grotesque => Absurd, ugly

· Rose => Daisy (symbolism)
· He found out how ugly Daisy is

· betrayed him and went back to Tom => corruption of AD
· “raw the sunlight was upon the scarcely created grass”
· Sunlight => hope, dream

· Raw => negative connotation

· Hope doesn’t exist, hope is negative => corruption of AD
· If sunlight beams on grass that’s scarcely there, it’s ruining the grass, drying it end and maybe making it die
· Is “scarcely created grass” is the dream, and “sunlight” is hope, then the hope is ruining the dream, interfering with it (symbolism)
· Corruption of AD 
· “material without being real”
· Material => fake, money-oriented, selfish
· In a world that is not real and is materialistic, AD can’t exist 
· No one will work towards the AD and will only care about the luxury and money 
· “poor ghosts-breathing dreams like air” (symbolism)
· Poor=> pity
· Poor ghosts => citizens of US in that society
· Poor people are having all these dreams that they believe can achieve due to the existence of AD
· But AD doesn’t exist, so not possible
· “drifting fortuitously”
· Fortuitously = with luck
· Those people who are still living as thought AD exists and believes that they can achieve their goal
· “like that ashen fantastic figure”
· Saying that Wilson was also one of the people who believed in AD and worked towards it
· But AD didn’t exist
· “faint, barely perceptible movement”, (29) “little ripples that were hardly the shadows of leaves” (31), “scarcely corrugated the surface” (32/33)
· Nothing is moving, still=> something has ended
· AD has ended
·  “like a leg of compass”
· Figurative language => simile
· Describing how the leaves traced Gatsby’s blood in water
· Leg of a compass doesn’t move => immobile
· Corruption of AD
· “holocaust was complete”
· Holocaust = situation where many things are destroyed and many people are killed
· Wilson, Gatsby, and Myrtle’s death
· Destroyed, corruption of AD
Final thoughts
· Corruption of AD is shown throughout the book
· When Nick meets Meyer, we find out that Gatsby cheated the AD
· When Myrtle tries to achieve the AD by having an affair with Tom
· The eyes of Dr. Eckleberg is observing that
· When Dr. Eckleberg is described as god
· If god is an advertisement, then the society is pure materialistic
· People are not willing to work hard to achieve an dream
· However, when the corruption of AD is shown the most obvious way is this passage (when Gatsby and Wilson dies)
