I.O.C Practice- The Great Gatsby
The Great Gatsby by F. Scott Fitzgerald- Chapter 5
A novel which plays in 1920s USA, “Jazz Age”
Context:

· Before: Nick has arranged a meeting between his friend Gatsby and his cousin Daisy upon Gatsby’s request. He wants to finally meet her, having dreamed of doing so for five years.

· After: the plan has worked out to some extent. Daisy follows Gatsby to his house, where she is overwhelmed by his wealth. 
Setting:

· Nick Carraway’s house, away from riches, not about money any longer
· Planned deliberately to see Gatsby’s mansion through the window

Summary:

· Gatsby wants Nick to agree to his plan of inviting Daisy over for tea.
· Nick tells Gatsby that he will help him with the plan.

· Gatsby becomes terribly nervous

· Gatsby worries that even if Daisy accepts his advances, things between them will not be the same as they were in Louisville. 

· At first, Gatsby’s reunion with Daisy is terribly awkward. 

· Gatsby knocks Nick’s clock over and tells Nick sorrowfully that the meeting was a mistake. 

Analysis-Theme:

Theme: 

Pursuing a dream with all ones energy and realizing that it was not the time worth invested.
Analysis- Characters:

Gatsby: 


· Gatsby’s character throughout his meeting with Daisy is at its purest and most revealing.
· The theatrical quality that he often projects falls away, and for once all of his responses seem genuine. 
· He forgets to play the role of the Oxford-educated socialite and shows himself to be a love-struck, awkward young man. 
· Gatsby’s focus on the past prevents him from seeing how Daisy has changed. In fact, it prevents him from even considering the possibility that she could have changed.
Daisy:

· Daisy, too, is moved to sincerity when her emotions get the better of her.
Analysis- Mood and Imagery:

· Awkward situation at the beginning, arranged, uncomfortable- (desperate suggestion, 

· Impersonal- we haven’t met for many years, matter-of-fact as it could ever be

Analysis- Stylistic Devices:

· Repetition of “terrible mistake”- failed to live up to his expectations of the past

· Simile- like a young boy, love struck man, no more oxford man he claimed to be

· Reoccurring motif (illusion vs. reality)- what are the people really, is it about money or about love

· Past vs. Future- Gatsby’s blunder with the clock is symbolic. He knocks over time just as he tries to recreate his past with Daisy- can’t recreate past. The stopped clock is intended to be symbolic of Gatsby's desire to stop time

· Symbolizes the time Gatsby and Daisy have lost.
